Let’s not
wait too long and then need to race to the finish line. Also, my congratulations to Buchanan Post 5895 for being the first
Post in Virginia to reach 100% -- Well done.

Post and District inspections are nearing completion. | am concerned that many Posts have very outdated Articles of
Incorporation; in some cases, going back over 60 years. Please investigate updating them and then submitting them to
the Department for forwarding to National. When approved by the Commander in Chief simply file a restatement of
articles with the SCC which can be done online. For your convenience a boiler plate template is available on the State

Alterations to an
approved grant require approval by the Virginia Veterans Foundation before the grant can
be claimed.

The VFW Post or Auxiliary receiving the grant must agree to allow the VFW Department
of Virginia and Virginia Veterans Foundation the opportunity to promote the project on
social media, in official communications, and in other forms of marketing.

The grant will only cover materials and the Post is responsible for providing labor. This
can be done through paying for labor or by doing the work themselves.
